Remove the power supply cables and support feet from the zippered pocket on the underside of the 
seat base

Step 2
Attached the screw-in support feet to the four corners on the underside of the middle/armless seat

3 Seater Assembly

Step 5
Connect the seat base and seat back cables together for each seat (Figure 2)

Step 6
Plug the power supply into the bottom corners of the end seats and the back of the middle seat, and 
plug into wall outlet. The middle seat also has a power supply for the wireless charger, plug this into 
a wall outlet as well. Connect directly to a wall outlet wherever possible. If a powerboard is required, 
check that it is su�  ciently rated.

Step 4
Lift the back rest to align the metal receivers with the metal posts of the chair base. 

Allow the posts to slide into the receivers (Figure 1), and press down fi rmly on the top of the backrest 
until a click is heard on each side

Step 3
Connect the seat bases together using the brackets down the 
side of each piece.
